Energy Communities IWG
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1. DOE is evolving to include “deployment” as a key part of our mission, in addition to 

research, development and demonstrations.

2. All federal buildings, bases, and personnel are a part of local communities – their 

mission is tied to local communities. We have an obligation to be a trusted partner.

3. States and communities are ramping up their efforts in the same areas federal 

agencies are – EE, RE, workforce development, resilience planning, etc.

4. Federal sites can partner with local communities on EE/RE projects – joint 

projects, joint energy manager or energy auditing trainings, microgrids that provide 

community resilience, resilience hubs, etc.

5. States and communities have funding, meaning lots of opportunities for co-funding

a. Utilities may be more willing to engage multiple customers for larger 

projects/collaborations

6. We’re in new territory – you’re on the front lines of exploring new partnerships. In 

the face of climate threats, we need these kind of creative partnerships more than 

ever.
